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Abstract

Under the backdrop of globalization and informatization, particularly in junior high school, Eng-
lish reading instruction plays a pivotal role in enhancing students’ overall English proficiency.
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However, during the actual teaching process, the junior high school students’ learning outcomes
are directly impacted by teachers’ choice and implementation of discourse strategies. Therefore,
this study focuses on junior high school English reading classrooms as the research subject and
employs a literature review methodology to explore the specific application of teachers’ discourse
strategies in three aspects: questioning techniques, feedback approaches, and classroom instruc-
tions. The aim is to promote reform and development in junior high school English reading teach-
ing in China.
