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Abstract

This study, guided by the concept of the “Production Oriented Approach”, focuses on facilitating
the design of links and attempts to address the issue of the “three-into” teaching method and “two
unrelated matters” of English language teaching. Based on the goal of producing excellent con-
temporary Chinese stories, the study aims to overcome the theoretical communication and prac-
tical skills deficiencies of students in producing output.
