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Abstract

With the development and change of society, community culture is gradually lost, and it is difficult
for community residents to absorb nutrients from the existing community life and obtain a sense
of identity and satisfaction. Through participation in the cultural construction project and social
practice work in Community ] in Mianyang City, using community education and community cul-
ture as analytical dimensions, heritage cultural heritage is used to achieve community cultural
construction. Specific actions include establishing a “heritage classroom,” book club, and “Mianz-
hou Opera” cinema. It was discovered that there are practical difficulties in integrating community
education into community governance in modern society, such as the lack of “nearby”, inadequate
supply of community education services, and insufficient advocacy and promotion. On this basis,
the author puts forward some suggestions that community education activities should focus on
improving quality rather than quantity, and community education service should find its own ir-
replaceable countermeasures.
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
