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Abstract

Rousseau centered his education on naturalism, aiming to cultivate the “natural man”, emphasiz-
ing the stage-by-stage education of children, and following the concepts of personality develop-
ment and inspirational education. Until now, it is still the ideological core of educational devel-
opment.
