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Abstract

With the vigorous development of the market economy and the continuous advancement of new-
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type urbanization, many children from rural areas come to cities with their working parents. Enter-
ing city life is both a brand new way of living and an unknown challenge for them. On the one hand,
they break the support networks formed with friends from their villages, and on the other hand,
they must continually learn and try to establish connections with both formal and informal social
support networks in the city. This article aims to analyze the current weakness of social support
networks for migrant children in cities using the theory of social support networks, focusing on a
social work perspective to enhance both their formal and informal networks, promote their social
integration in urban areas, and improve their sense of belonging and identity in the city.
