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Abstract

Under the current background of education, the library, as the dissemination center of knowledge
and culture, undertakes the important responsibility of promoting the all-round development of
students. This paper aims to explore how to effectively improve the function and influence of Uni-
versity Library in the field of aesthetic education through immersion reading promotion activities.
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Based on 41 marketing theory, 5 sense theory, holographic reading theory, combined with acceptance
aesthetics and aesthetic education related theories, the effectiveness and shortcomings of the exist-
ing aesthetic education promotion model are analyzed. It is proposed to introduce the advanced im-
mersion reading promotion mode into the aesthetic education activities, and combine the interest
strategy, interest strategy, interaction strategy and personalized strategy to enhance the results of
aesthetic education activities, so as to provide practical guidance and theoretical support for the uni-
versity library to deepen the integration of humanistic education and aesthetic education.
