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Abstract

The Analects of Confucius, as the core carrier of Confucius’ thought, contains rich educational wis-
dom, especially the educational goals, contents and methods for the comprehensive development
of human beings, which have far-reaching reference value for the cultivation of today’s young stu-
dents. Its core idea “Ren” is not only the essence of traditional Chinese culture, but also the essence
of Confucian morality. The humanistic ideology in the Analects of Confucius closely matches the con-
cept of “people-oriented” in ideological and political education in colleges and universities, and the
common goal of the two is to cultivate high-quality, moral and talented people. Therefore, it is of
great practical significance to explore how to more effectively draw on the humanistic ideology of
The Analects of Confucius. This paper will analyze the value of the humanistic thought of The Analects
of Confucius in ideological and political education in colleges and universities from the three levels
of schools, teachers and students, in order to promote educational reform and development to pro-
vide a new impetus and direction.
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
