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Abstract

Ethics is the lifeline of social work and an indispensable and important value of social work. In the
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process of localizing Western social work ethics in China, many problems and difficulties have
arisen. The development of local social work ethics must be centered on the values and goals of
social work, and also pay attention to the significant differences between Western social work eth-
ics and Chinese culture. While actively drawing on the advantages of Western social work ethics, we
cannot ignore the role of traditional Chinese culture in constructing the social work ethics system,
and cannot do without the background of socialism with Chinese characteristics in the new era. This
article mainly summarizes the ethical dilemmas encountered by the localization of social work in
China by studying scholars’ relevant research on ethical dilemmas in social work, in order to have
a clearer understanding of the ethical dilemmas currently faced by Chinese social work.
