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Abstract

Rural education, as the cornerstone of comprehensively advancing rural revitalization, hinges fun-
damentally on the enhancement of its quality. Its revitalization relies on the synergistic interplay
among educators, students, educational content, and facilities, driving the development of related
industries to support and lead rural revitalization. However, current challenges include severe stu-
dent attrition, irrational school distribution, imbalanced allocation of educational resources, and a
comparative lack of parental guidance. Addressing these issues, this study delves into the intercon-
nected model of rural education, facilitating rural revitalization through “knowledge dissemination,
cultural preservation, and industry incubation”. It analyzes the model’s essence, examines the rela-
tionships among its components, and reveals how existing problems in rural education impact re-
vitalization efforts. Subsequently, optimization strategies and safeguard measures are proposed to
maximize rural education’s role in revitalization and foster synergistic development between rural
education and rural revitalization.
