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Abstract

Enhancing the professional qual-
ities and capabilities necessary for fulfilling the fundamental task of fostering virtue and cultivating
talent, strengthening the construction of teachers’ professional ethics and teaching styles, reinforc-
ing practical education components, and innovating teaching methods, approaches, and evaluation
mechanisms for this task will facilitate middle school teachers of ideological and political courses
to better carry out the fundamental mission of fostering virtue and cultivating talent.
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
