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Abstract

The Compulsory Education English Curriculum Standards (2022 Edition) emphasize the importance
of cultural awareness within core competencies. Based on these standards, this study conducts an
in-depth analysis of the representation of Chinese culture in the new English textbooks for the sev-
enth-grade published by the People’s Education Press (PEP) edition. The findings reveal that the
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textbooks skillfully integrate rich Chinese cultural knowledge through multiple dimensions, includ-
ing vocabulary, discourse, and listening activities, aiming to strengthen students’ cultural identity
and cultivate their cultural awareness.
