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Abstract

This paper takes the employment plight of adolescent community corrections personnel as the re-
search object. Based on the ecosystem theory, this paper analyzes the causes of employment diffi-
culties from three levels: micro, meso, and macro, and puts forward feasible countermeasures. The
study found that the employment difficulties of adolescent community corrections personnel stem
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from multiple factors: personal cognitive bias, low education level, and lack of vocational skills at
the micro level. At the macro level, it is constrained by factors such as lack of social capital and in-
sufficient legal and policy support. In response to the above problems, this paper proposes counter-
measures: improve the flexible employment system and related laws and regulations at the level of
law and social policy; Integrate community resources through social network support and provide
personalized employment assistance; use non-social networks to repair family relationships and
play an active role among peers; At the same time, promote correctional subjects to improve their
own quality. The purpose of this study is to provide a reference for solving the employment problem
of adolescent community corrections personnel and help them smoothly reintegrate into society.
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
