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Abstract

In the internet era with the rapid development of information technology, human intimate relation-
ships are undergoing a transformation from face-to-face communication to online connection, and
online communication has become a common way of interaction in people’s daily lives. As a product
of the information age, digital intimate relationships have broken the traditional physical constraints
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of time and space and constructed an emotional interaction network based on multiple modalities
such as text symbols, voice coding, and video images. This new type of interpersonal relationship is
not only an important path for the transmission of contemporary individuals’ emotions but also
reshapes the interpersonal network of contemporary society at a deeper level. This study focuses
