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Abstract

Ancient poetry is a treasure of Chinese traditional culture and an important part of it. For primary
school students, the teaching of ancient poetry plays a crucial role in cultivating their comprehen-
sive language abilities such as reading, comprehension, thinking, and imagination. It is an indispen-
sable part of Chinese language teaching. However, under the current “Double Reduction” policy,
teaching ancient poetry in primary school Chinese faces some challenges. Therefore, it is necessary
for teachers to improve the traditional teaching method mainly based on lecturing, innovate the
teaching methods of ancient poetry, enhance teaching efficiency, and achieve the goal of improving
the quality and efficiency of primary school teaching. This paper will analyze the impact of the “Dou-
ble Reduction” policy on the teaching of ancient poetry in primary school Chinese and propose cor-
responding teaching strategies to promote students’ learning and understanding of ancient poetry
and bring out its role in teaching and education.
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
