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Abstract

Parental parenting styles exert a profoundly significant influence on how children integrate into
society and learn to interact with others. The family, as the fundamental unit of society, constitutes
the primary environment a child encounters after birth. It is within this context that their behavioral
habits and character traits are initially formed. During the early stages of development, family ed-
ucation primarily assumes responsibility for shaping a child’s behavioral patterns; consequently,

dren’s social and cooperative skills. Conversely, inappropriate parenting methods may pose chal-
lenges to their social adaptation and emotional development. Based on relevant domestic and in-
ternational research in recent years, this paper systematically examines the relationship between
parental parenting styles and children’s socialization development, and provides a review and dis-
cussion of existing research findings.
