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Abstract

The core carrier of Chinese civilization, the Yellow River culture contains diverse ideological and
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political elements such as ecological protection and patriotic feelings, which are highly consistent
with the “Tour Resources” course in many dimensions, providing key material for its ideological
and political education. This paper takes the intrinsic connection between the two as the starting
point, first analyzes the ideological political value of the Yellow River culture and the consistency
between the two, and then points out the realistic challenges in the integration practice, such as
“hard integration” and superficial cultural excavation, based on the empirical research of three uni-
versities along the Yellow River. Then, from the five dimensions of the construction of the teaching
content system, the innovation of teaching methods and so, the integration path is designed, and
finally the effect is verified with the case of the theme module of tourism resources protection, in
order to provide reference for the ideological and political of the “Tourism Resources” course, and
to help the Yellow River culture to play its educational value.
