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With its strong industrial foundation, sound business environment, huge market size and rich
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scientific and educational resources, Jiangsu Province has sufficient strength and responsibility to
set an example for comprehensively promoting Chinese-style modernization, set an example in re-
form and innovation, promote high-quality development, and take the lead in realizing socialist
modernization. From the Chinese-style modernization under the new journey of the new era to the
new practice of “strong, rich, beautiful and high” in Jiangsu, the rural revitalization strategy makes
an indispensable contribution. In the process of continuously overcoming difficulties and innovat-
ing and developing new practices in Jiangsu Province, the continuous exploration of rural revitali-
zation in northern Jiangsu Province is of Paramount importance at present. Therefore, it is neces-
sary to analyze the development status of rural revitalization in northern Jiangsu province under
the background of Chinese-style modernization. The development is divided into five aspects: in-
dustry, talent, culture, ecology and organization. The bottlenecks and challenges in the process of
strategy implementation are put forward and corresponding countermeasures and suggestions are
given, which can bring certain enlightenment to the implementation of rural revitalization and ru-
ral construction in northern Jiangsu Province.
