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Abstract

The culture of Xiangzhou Gupa Tea embodies the wisdom of the local people and constitutes a sig-
nificant component of Xiangzhou'’s intangible cultural heritage. Its effective preservation and devel-
opment can substantially contribute to the growth of the local tea industry and the rural economy.
From the perspective of rural revitalization, this paper takes Gupa Village in Xiangzhou as a case
study to analyze challenges in areas such as talent cultivation, overall benefits, and market expan-
sion.
