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Abstract

With the acceleration of urbanization, megacities have become important venues for the interaction
and integration of various ethnic groups. How to enhance the refined governance level of ethnic
interwoven communities in megacities has become an urgent issue. This paper takes the concept of
ethnic interwoven communities and refined governance as the starting point, and takes S commu-
nity in Jiangxi Street, Chengdu City as a case to systematically analyze the governance status quo, prac-
tical difficulties and optimization paths of ethnic interwoven communities in megacities. The research
finds that in terms of governance structure, there is an unsmooth collaboration between the gov-
ernment and the community, and the degree of social participation in governance is low. In terms of
governance concepts, differences and conflicts lead to poor communication and it is difficult to achieve
precise governance. In terms of governance mechanisms, there is data distortion in governance, ex-
cessive rigidity and in terms of governance functions, resource misallocation leads to low service
capabilities and it is difficult to resolve social conflicts. Finally, the research proposes the realization
paths of constructing a governance structure of “Party building leadership + multi-party collaboration”,
creating a technical empowerment model of “smart governance + cultural warmth”, deepening the
cultural identity project of “symbolic integration + intergenerational dialogue”, and improving the
supply of “differentiation + dynamicization” systems, in order to improve the efficiency and meth-
ods of refined governance in ethnic interwoven communities.
