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Abstract

The “San Su Culture” serves as a cornerstone of Bashu region’s traditional heritage. The family pre-
cepts of the San Su profoundly embody the rich Confucian philosophy within China’s outstanding
traditional culture, preserving and advancing the core values of benevolence, people-centric gov-
ernance, harmonious coexistence, and universal harmony. Research indicates that the cultural ethos,
people-oriented principles, ecological wisdom, and aesthetic pursuits inherent in the San Su Culture
demonstrate profound value alignment with rural revitalization objectives—thriving industries, eco-
friendly living environments, civilized rural customs, effective governance, and prosperous liveli-
hoods—providing spiritual nourishment and cultural support. To address challenges such as the dual
structure of urban-rural cultural resources and cultural disengagement among youth in Meishan, this
study proposes a dual-strategy approach: constructing a “4 + X” innovative cultural space and stim-
ulating endogenous “cultural consciousness”. This aims to transform the San Su Culture from static
preservation to dynamic inheritance, and from cultural resources to cultural capital, thereby infus-
ing rural revitalization with “Meishan Wisdom”.
