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Abstract

This study conducted a questionnaire survey on 510 junior high school students to investigate the
effect of parent-child attachment on aggressive behavior and the mediating role of trait awe, aiming
to provide a theoretical basis for effectively preventing and controlling aggressive behavior in
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adolescents. The results indicated that: (1) Parent-child attachment and trait awe were significantly
negatively correlated with aggressive behavior; (2) Trait awe played a mediating role between par-
ent-child attachment and aggressive behavior, with the mediating effect accounting for 24.5%.
These findings suggest that fostering a positive parent-child attachment relationship is particularly
important for reducing aggressive behavior in adolescents.
