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Abstract

Taking the literature related to humanistic literacy in the CNKI database from 2000 to 2025 as re-
search samples, this study uses CiteSpace software to conduct keywords network analysis, cluster
analysis and timeline visualization analysis, so as to systematically sort out the phased evolution
characteristics and core hot topics of domestic research on humanisticliteracy. The research shows
that domestic research on humanistic literacy has gone through four stages: initial exploration
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period (2000~2005), research expansion period (2006~2010), in-depth deepening period (2011~2018)
and innovative development period (2019~2025), forming four core hot clusters: cultivation on hu-
manistic literacy in educational field, value extension in cross-cultural communication and social
governance, technological integration in the digital era, the inheritance and modern transformation
of traditional culture. Finally, this study proposes that future research should construct a multi-
integrated research method system, focusing on three directions: collaborative cultivation of digital
humanism, transformation of traditional culture, and linkage between literacy cultivation and so-
cial governance. It provides academic support for the theoretical innovation and practical imple-
mentation of humanistic literacy research, facilitates the construction of new liberal arts and the
progress of social civilization.
