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Abstract

Adolescents in puberty are prone to various abnormal behaviours, which can be specifically divided
into internalising tendencies and externalising tendencies. Referring to previous conclusions, exter-
nalising traits in childhood are closely linked to parental emotional feedback, and as a core component
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of the family, parents’ emotional expression has a lasting and profound impact on their offspring,
possessing a certain predictive significance for psychological deviations in adolescent groups. In
recent years, both domestic and international scholars have conducted extensive research on the
mechanisms through which parental emotional expression affects adolescents’ internalising and
externalising behavioural problems. This study systematically reviews the relevant literature in
this field and finds that: positive parental emotional expression is negatively associated with ado-
lescents’ internalising and externalising problems, suggesting that the expression of positive emo-
tions helps to alleviate adolescents’ internal and external distress; conversely, the manifestation of
negative parental emotions is positively associated with adolescents’ internalising and externalis-
ing disorders, indicating that the display of negative emotions may exacerbate adolescents’ symp-
tomatology. This study aims to synthesise existing literature to provide a theoretical reference for
understanding the impact of the family emotional environment on adolescent mental health and to
offer guidance for subsequent research and practical interventions.
