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Abstract

The function of ideological and political education for volunteer college students not only helps them
establish correct worldviews, outlooks on life, and values, and cultivate their sense of responsibility
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and dedication, effectively enhancing their ideological and moral qualities and comprehensive abil-
ities, but also provides clear value orientation, clear behavioral guidelines, and strong spiritual mo-
tivation for the volunteer teaching work, standardizing the teaching behavior of volunteer college
students, resolving various ideological confusions in the teaching process, and promoting the de-
velopment of the volunteer teaching cause towards standardization, normalization, and positive
development. This article attempts to comprehensively apply theoretical analysis and normative
analysis methods to solve the problem of “how to improve the effectiveness of ideological and po-
litical education for volunteer college students”, and the research content is mainly divided into
three parts: The first part systematically reviews and specifically elaborates on the relevant theo-
retical basis of ideological and political education for volunteer college students, laying a solid the-
oretical foundation for the research; The second part combines the practical requirements of vol-
unteer teaching work to conduct a comprehensive analysis of the normative requirements for
ideological and political education of volunteer college students, clarifying the standards and
boundaries of educational implementation; The third part proposes targeted and operational im-
provement strategies for the possible shortcomings in current educational work, providing prac-
tical references for optimizing the ideological and political education work of volunteer college stu-
dents.
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
