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Abstract

With the rapid development of internet technology, vulgar internet memes, as a subcultural phe-
nomenon, have spread widely among adolescents and exerted a profound impact on the formation
of their values. The rise of vulgar memes stems from adolescents’ need for identity, the alienating
push of algorithmic technology, and the coupling of diverse social trends of thought. This phenomenon
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manifests specifically in the emergence of hedonism that weakens the outlook on struggle, the spread
of online toxicity that obstructs the formation of a view of harmony, and the trivialization of main-
stream culture that triggers a crisis of value identification. Therefore, coordinated efforts should be
made from three dimensions: strengthening guidance from ideological and political education courses,
enhancing regulation of online content, and optimizing mechanisms of platform algorithms. A sys-
tematic governance system should be established to help adolescents resist the erosion of negative
online culture and cultivate correct values.
