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Abstract

This not only promotes the digital presentation of rural aesthetics, ac-
tivates the agency of rural residents, enhances emotional connections between urban and rural ar-
eas, and fosters innovative development of rural culture, but also contributes to the cultivation of
new rural industries, injecting digital momentum into the comprehensive revitalization of rural ar-
eas and the realization of harmonious and beautiful livelihoods for farmers.
