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Abstract

Red cultural resources represent a precious historical and cultural heritage through the long course
of revolution, construction, and reform. Their contemporary value and educational significance are of
paramount importance. Integrating red cultural resources as a core vehicle into ideological and polit-
ical education in colleges and universities is not only a key measure for fulfilling the fundamental task
of fostering virtue through education, but also an inevitable requirement for cultivating a new gener-
ation capable of shouldering the great mission of national rejuvenation. How to promote the deep in-
tegration of red cultural resources with ideological and political education in higher education, and
to improve its quality and efficiency, has become an important issue requiring in-depth exploration.
Based on cultural memory theory, situated cognition theory, and value internalization theory, this
paper systematically reviews relevant research findings at home and abroad and engages in a critical
dialogue with them, thereby constructing a three-dimensional integrated theoretical framework of
“resource mining - teaching transformation - effectiveness evaluation”. Taking Jianghan University as
a core case and employing empirical research methods such as questionnaire surveys, in-depth inter-
views, and classroom observations, it deeply analyzes the specific measures, implementation out-
comes, and practical difficulties of integrating red culture into ideological and political education in
local universities. It then explores more targeted and effective integration pathways so as to fully un-
leash the educational efficacy of red cultural resources, thereby offering a replicable and referential
practical model for similar universities across the country.
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
