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Abstract

In the context of the English curriculum reform guided by core competencies, the view of English
learning activities and problem chains are both hot topics of research. The view of English learning

activities emphasizes three types of learning activities: “learning comprehension application prac-
tice transfer innovation”, and the problem chain is the basic element for designing teaching and
promoting learning. However, there are still shortcomings in the problem chain design based on the
perspective of English learning activities in current middle school English reading teaching. This
study aims to explore the design strategies of problem chains in junior high school English reading
under the guidance of the English learning activity concept, based on the current problems in prob-
lem chain design, and the teaching design applied to practical cases. I hope this study can provide
reference for the implementation of a reasonable problem chain design based on the perspective of
learning activities in specific middle school English reading teaching practices, stimulate students’
reading interest, improve students’ classroom participation, and thus enhance the development of
students’ core literacy.
