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Abstract

With the increasing emphasis on traditional culture, universities as the forefront of teaching and re-
search carried out a lot of traditional culture education activities. But as a unique audience, the ac-
tive, independent and innovative college students’ subjectivity has not received due attention. Si-
nology education in universities should weaken utilitarianism and dispel mysticism, and guide stu-
dents to establish a correct view of sinology. In teaching methods, sinology education should focus
on reading reduplicatively and thinking deeply. We should interconnect the whole subject, integrate
theory with practice, but not rely on the comments only. At the same time, sinology education in
universities should expand the practice space, and cultivate innovative thinking. In this way, we can
truly achieve the goal of college students’ cultivation and cultural heritage.
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
