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Abstract

In the Internet era, college students’ participation in the classroom is reduced, which will inevita-
bly affect the quality of talent training in colleges and universities. Therefore, on the basis of
in-depth interviews, this paper finds that college students in Sichuan have low classroom partici-
pation, low classroom concentration and low interest in the classroom. Based on this, the factors
affecting classroom participation are analyzed from five dimensions: students’ interest, students'
own situation, specialty, curriculum nature and teacher’s teaching methods. The basic suggestions
for improving classroom participation are summarized from three aspects: College students,
teachers and education departments.
