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Abstract

This study, by testing 199 preschool teachers from Pingdingshan with the questionnaire, aims to
explore the professional happiness of preschool teachers. The results show the following: the

professional happiness of preschool teachers is not so good; there are significant differences in
professional happiness of preschool teachers with different kindergarten level; the professional
happiness of kindergarten teachers with a bachelor’s degree or above is significantly higher than
that of kindergarten teachers with a college, high school or technical secondary school degree; the
professional happiness of the manager and principal is significantly higher than that of the head
teachers and other teachers. The study further analyzes the current situation of preschool teach-
ers’ professional well-being from different dimensions, and puts forward corresponding educa-
tional suggestions: having a good understanding of preschool teachers’ profession; improving
preschool teachers’ salaries; creating a democratic and harmonious kindergarten environment.
