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Abstract

As a fundamental course of higher education, Advanced Mathematics plays an important role in the
improvement of problem thinking/solving abilities of university students, and is also the founda-
tion of subsequent various subject areas. In the current higher education situation, the basic
course knowledge for teaching is not enough, and altering the teaching methods integrating with
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bilingual may be a good attempt, which can improve the relationship between teachers and stu-
dents in class, activate learning enthusiasm of students, strengthen the abilities of logical thinking
and mathematical application, and eventually enhance humanistic literacy.
