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Abstract

The new era underlines the importance of enhancing ideological and political education in colleg-
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es and universities, calling for a new educational model to cultivate good quality of talents. All
courses are required to raise talents’ moral standard, develop their intelligence, and improve
their psychological health. This paper analyzes the necessity and importance of the mode innova-
tion of ideological and political education in EGAP course, and probes into the challenges of the
mode innovation and integration from the perspective of sociocultural theory by Vygotsky and ac-
tivity theory by Engestrom.
