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Abstract

Starting from the background of ideological education in curriculum, this study focuses on the
content and ways of presenting the value orientation contained in College English textbooks. It is
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found that the values presented in the textbooks meet the basic requirements of the preset values
education in College English curriculum, but there are still some problems, such as the uneven
proportion of values, the lack of values and the irregular presentation of values. Based on the
analysis results, this study puts forward some suggestions and countermeasures for the compila-
tion and use of teaching materials.
