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Abstract

The cultivation of students’ critical thinking ability is the most important part of modern foreign
language teaching. But from the perspective of current teaching situation, it is a very common
problem for teachers ignoring the cultivation of students’ critical thinking ability. The paper firstly
explores the main reasons for “critical absence” on the basis of theoretical research, then summa-
rizes and concludes the present situation of critical thinking ability, and finally gets strategies of
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cultivating students’ critical thinking ability in order to improve the quality of foreign language
teaching.
