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Abstract

The integration of the Chinese revolutionary spirit into the ideological and political theory courses
of colleges and universities is of great practical significance for the cultivation of college students’
values and the inheritance and promotion of the revolutionary spirit. The teaching mode of “sto-
rytelling” should be adopted to integrate the revolutionary spirit into the ideological and political
classroom, better play the effect of the ideological and political course in educating people, and
constantly innovate the teaching practice mode of the ideological and political course.
