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Abstract

Inspired by the “Construction-Chunk” teaching approach, this paper puts forward a new teaching
scheme for the teaching of Chinese giving-type double object sentence. A teaching experiment is
designed for primary Chinese learners to verify the applicability of this teaching method to the
teaching of giving-type double object sentence. The experimental results show that the teaching
method of “Construction-Chunk” in the teaching of giving-type double object sentence can achieve
better teaching effect than the traditional teaching ideas, which is easier for students to under-
stand and master, and the acquisition effect is more solid and lasting.
