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Abstract

AIM: To investigate the influence of teaching inspection on the learning attitude of medical college
students in Guiyang Guizhou by questionnaire survey. METHODS: Using Excel to collect and ana-
lyze the results of the questionnaire survey. RESULTS: A total of 254 questionnaire surveys were
distributed in this questionnaire survey, and 244 questionnaire surveys were effectively collected,
with an effective recovery rate of 96.06%. There are 86.48% of the respondents have different
degrees of understanding on teaching inspection. Additionally, 95.90% of the respondents would
arrive in the classroom on time to listen to the class, and 86.88% of the respondents would listen
carefully in class and actively interact with teachers during the time interval of teaching inspec-
tions. Moreover, 80.33% of the respondents believed that the learning atmosphere would be bet-
ter when the teaching inspection was carried out, and 41.39% of the respondents could main-
tain a positive learning attitude after the teaching inspection. In addition, 65.16% of the res-
pondents would complete their homework carefully after the teaching inspection. CONCLUSION:
Carrying out teaching inspection is beneficial to improve the learning attitude of medical college
students.
