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Abstract
While improving students’ knowledge and skills, we should also pay attention to ideological and
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political education for students, and geography course is an important way to carry out ideological
and political education for students. In order to innovate the ideological and political teaching idea
of high school geography course and improve the classroom teaching effect, based on the content
system of ideological and political teaching of Geography Compulsory Course Volume 2, this paper
discusses the general idea of ideological and political teaching of geography in senior high schools
from four aspects: content system, ideological and political elements, case design and teaching strat-
egies. In addition, combined with specific teaching cases, this paper puts forward three teaching
methods, namely, increasing the accumulation of ideological and political elements in the curri-
culum, innovating teaching methods, and improving teaching evaluation, and explores the effec-
tive path of ideological and political teaching of geography courses in senior high schools, in order
to provide references for better implementation of the fundamental task of cultivating morality
and people.
