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Abstract

In this paper, a kindergarten education drama curriculum in Chengdu to investigate the imple-
mentation of the current situation, the purpose is to find the early childhood education drama
curriculum in the process of development problems, for the future kindergarten education drama
curriculum to provide reference value. In this study, 100 children and 20 teachers were observed
and interviewed using observation and interview methods. The results showed that the curricu-
lum objectives of drama in early childhood education were not clear, the selection of teaching
content ignored the children’s dominant position, the preparation and implementation of teaching
plans did not match, there were insufficient places, teachers teaching level is not high. Although
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educational drama has been chosen by more and more kindergartens, it will take a long time to
achieve perfect integration with the kindergarten curriculum.
