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Abstract

The key to teaching English is to make students master listening, speaking, reading and writing
skills, and vocabulary is the foundation of learning English, which directly affects students’ mas-
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tery of listening, speaking, reading and writing skills. In the actual vocabulary teaching, vocabu-
lary-categories, usage-guideline, vocabulary-size, vocabulary-depth, and the principles followed
for vocabulary teaching are not clear. Therefore, this paper analyzes and discusses the category,
size & depth, and principle of vocabulary. By systematically reviewing previous research and re-
lated theories, it helps teachers find more efficient ways to teach vocabulary. The results show
that vocabulary teaching should be simple and clear, adopting the principles of review and expan-
sion and using high-frequency words as the basis of teaching, so as to ultimately improve the qual-
ity of vocabulary teaching, help students truly master English, and develop the ability to use Eng-
lish well.
