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Abstract

The 2022 edition of English Curriculum Standards for Compulsory Education emphasizes that
English teaching should be developed around the theme, and the presentation of the theme
meaning in the textbook plays a guiding role in the teaching based on the meaning of the theme.
The current old textbook in the context of the macro presentation of theme significance, the topic
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is the topic exploration unit, and the activities and understanding activities account for a large
proportion. In the micro presentation, the content of sub-themes is prominent, and there is also a
tendency of simplicity and lack of detail. In the compilation of the textbook according to the “New
Curriculum Standard”, the “theme” can lead the content of the textbook, improve the construction
of the theme meaning, increase the task-based theme activities, and improve the integrity and
precision of the sub-theme content.
