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Abstract

Under the background of promoting curriculum ideological and political construction, it has be-
come an important topic to study the integration of ideological and political elements into the en-
tire process of college English teaching while achieving the goal of fostering virtue. Taking the unit
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of “Urbanization” in College English Integrated Course as an example, this article displays how to
find suitable materials to design production-oriented ideological and political tasks and guide
students to complete the tasks under the guidance of Production-oriented Approach.
