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Abstract

Improving English homework design is important content of enhancing curriculum reform, and
also the application of “Double-reduction Policy” and “Five Managements” into practice. In cur-
rent English homework design, there are too many mechanical drills. This kind of homework
cannot improve students’ problem-solving abilities and doesn’t have good effects on students’
development of core competencies. At the same time, most students have negative attitudes to-
wards English homework. As a result, a new kind of English homework design is badly needed to
change the situation. Project-based English homework is interesting, realistic and open. It can
incorporate students’ skills of listening, speaking, reading, viewing and writing into English
homework design with multiple layers and craftiness, making English homework not a burden
for students anymore but a useful tool for students to consolidate language knowledge, develop
thinking abilities and nurture creativity. This study is aimed to analyze an example of project-
based winter vacation English homework and explain the design, procedures and ideas behind it.
We hope this study would provide some suggestions on homework design for middle school
English teachers.
