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Abstract

Blended Learning is increasingly becoming a new norm in Chinese universities and academic in-
stitutions. It is of great significance to strengthen the research on methods and principles of
Blended Learning. Based on the training goal of overall talents with fine humanistic quality, this
paper studies and analyzes the teaching practice of Blended Learning of “Western Humanities” for
undergraduate students of translation majors under this new mode, and suggests that the teach-
ing purpose of humanities and history courses in colleges and universities does not encourage
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students to memorize historical events, figures, timelines or terms, but to inspire students to de-
velop independent thinking and critical thinking ability.
