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Abstract

Body language plays an important role in foreign language teaching, especially at the elementary
level. This paper investigates how body language can be effectively used in teaching German at the
elementary level to enhance learners' interest and assist their language acquisition at different
learning stages such as phonetics, vocabulary, sentences and chapters. At the same time, teachers
should fully understand the advantages and considerations associated with body language, and
use it flexibly to provide a better teaching experience and learning outcomes.
