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Abstract

Having a good job in junior high school English teaching is the basis for teachers as a promoter
to help students achieve a successful and natural transition from primary school to junior high
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school. Under the general trend of English education in China today, optimizing English teaching
ideas, updating teachers’ teaching methods, and promoting new teaching methods on the basis of
existing textbooks is the key that cannot be ignored.
