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Abstract

Comprehensive English is a core course for undergraduate English majors. Apart from playing a
decisive role in consolidating students’ language basics, it profoundly influences the worldview
and values of English majors. Therefore, it is imperative to carry out ideological and political edu-
cation in this course. However, the distinctive traits of Comprehensive English pose challenges in
implementing ideological and political education. Building on existing research on ideological and
political education in Comprehensive English, this article proposes an ideological and political
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education design based on classroom presentations. This design was applied in Comprehensive
English for the third-year students and achieved positive teaching outcomes.
