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Abstract

With the popularization of higher education, students, as one of the core stakeholders of universi-
ty governance, have increasingly become the basic content of the democratization of university
governance and the manifestation of students’ civil rights. However, in the process of university
governance, students do not fully participate in university governance, but face many difficulties,
which are embodied in the role solidification, power imbalance, poor channels, and imperfect sys-
tem.
