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Abstract

Taking the current and old editions of primary school Chinese textbooks of People’s Education Press
as research samples, this paper adopts quantitative and qualitative analysis methods to analyze the
gender differences in textbook illustrations from four dimensions: frequency, occupation type, ac-
tivity scene and orientation promotion function. The study found that there are significant gender
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differences in the frequency of occurrence, occupational types and activity scenes between men and
women in the illustrations of the two editions of textbooks, and there are certain gender inequali-
ties and gender stereotypes; in the orientation promotion function, the current version of the Chi-
nese textbook has been significantly improved compared with the old version, maintaining gender
equality. Although the current version of the textbook has been improved, the gender bias and ste-
reotypes in the illustrations of primary school Chinese textbooks are more obvious. Therefore, cre-
ating a diversified illustration editing team and review group, enhancing the concept of gender
equality of editors and attaching importance to the introduction of female perspectives, and advo-
cating teachers’ multiple interpretations of textbooks to correct gender stereotypes will become the
focus of textbook writers and teachers.
